RECOMMENDATION

That the Board of Trustees award a contract in the amount of $361,430 to Home Construction Service, for the renovations to Govalle Elementary School.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

On November 11, 2002, the Board of Trustees approved the selection of Croslin & Associates, Inc. to provide architectural/engineering services for the renovations to Govalle Elementary School.

The scope of work includes replacement of roof flashing systems at 100- and 400-classroom wings, reseal exterior masonry walls and replace sealant at exterior expansion/control joints, re-establish seal at perimeter of windows and window lites where sealant/glazing compound has deteriorated, install supplemental conditioned fresh-air systems for 100- and 400-wing classrooms.

Funds for this project are available from the 2002 Health & Safety Bond Program.  The construction budget established for the project is $438,067, exclusive of the construction, project, and program contingencies.

ADMINISTRATION CONSIDERATION

This project was advertised in accordance with Board policy and state law.  A pre-bid conference was held at Govalle Elementary School on May 1, 2003, at 10:00 A.M., and a public bid opening was held in the offices of the AISD Construction Management Department on May 15, 2003.

The low bid of $361,430 is $76,637 under the established construction budget. 

The contract documents require all interior work to be completed by August 15, 2003, with remaining exterior work to be completed by September 4, 2003.

The low bidder, Home Construction Service, recently completed renovations at Johnson (LBJ), Johnston, Crockett, Reagan, and Lanier High Schools and has successfully completed similar projects for other school districts in Central Texas.  Verification of references indicates the company is qualified to perform the work.
