RECOMMENDATION

That the Board of Trustees award a contract in the amount of $380,000 to Browning Construction Co., for the renovations to LBJ High School.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

On November 11, 2002, the Board of Trustees approved the selection of LZT Architects, Inc. to provide architectural/engineering services for the renovations to LBJ High School.

The scope of work includes replacing roof-flashing systems at the gym area, fine arts, and portions of roofing at the 200 (purple) classroom wing corridor, re-establishing the weathertight seal at perimeter of windows and window lites where sealant/glazing compound has deteriorated, providing/modifying mechanical ventilation of under-floor crawlspace, installing supplemental conditioned fresh-air systems for classrooms, and making modifications as required to provide ADA compliant, exterior accessible route. 

Funds for this project are available from the 2002 Health & Safety Bond Program.  The construction budget established for the project is $567,864, exclusive of the construction and project contingencies.

ADMINISTRATION CONSIDERATION

This project was advertised in accordance with Board policy and state law.  A pre-bid conference was held at LBJ High School on May 14, 2003 at 10:00 A.M., and a public bid opening was held in the offices of the AISD Construction Management Department on May 21, 2003.

Alternate Bid #1 provides for re-establishing the weathertight seal around some additional windows located on the north side of the classroom building near the bus canopy and on the south end of the gymnasium, and all exterior doorframes.  Acceptance of this alternate will provide additional protection from water intrusion into the building.

The low base bid of $379,000, combined with Alternate Bid #1, in the amount $1,000, totals $380,000, which is $187,864 under the established construction budget. 

The contract documents require all work to be completed by August 15, 2003.

The low bidder, Browning Construction Co., has no previous experience with AISD but has successfully completed similar projects for other school districts in Central Texas.  Verification of references indicates the company is qualified to perform the work.
