RECOMMENDATION

That the Board of Trustees award a contract, in the amount of $121,000, to PRC Roofing Company, Inc., for the roof repairs at Oak Hill Elementary School.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

On November 11, 2002, the Board of Trustees approved the selection of Amtech Roofing Consultants, Inc. to provide roof-consulting services for the roof repairs at Oak Hill Elementary School.

The scope of work identified in the 2002 Health & Safety Bond Program for the school was to replace metal roof panels and related flashing systems at the annex-classroom building.

Funds for the project are available from the 2002 Health & Safety Bond Program.  The construction budget established for the project is $144,941, exclusive of the construction, project, and program contingencies.

ADMINISTRATION CONSIDERATION

The project was advertised in accordance with Board policy and state law.  A pre-bid conference was held in the offices of the AISD Construction Management Department on April 23, 2003, at 9:30 a.m., and a public bid opening was held in the offices of the AISD Construction Management Department on May 6, 2003.

The low bid of $121,000 is $23,941 under the established construction budget.

The contract documents require the work to be completed by August 5, 2003. 

The low bidder, PRC Roofing Company, Inc., is currently performing major roof repairs at Johnston High School and has completed similar projects for the City of Austin and the Houston ISD.  The company is a certified Historically Underutilized Business (HUB), and verification of references indicates the company is qualified to perform the work.
