BACKGROUND INFORMATION


Three Austin Independent School District high school students have scored highly enough on the 2003 National Spanish Examination (NSE) to be listed as “National Winners” by the American Association of Teachers of Spanish and Portuguese (AATSP), the sponsor of the contest.


The National Spanish Examination is a proficiency-based test of reading comprehension and listening comprehension designed for junior and senior high school students of Spanish.  The NSE is the most widely used test of Spanish in the United States.  In 2002, over 96,500 students took the NSE.  No other school district or private school in the Austin chapter of the AATSP had as many national winners as did the Austin Independent School District.
