RECOMMENDATION

That the Board of Trustees of the Austin Independent School District recognize and congratulate twelve Austin Independent School District high school athletes for placing first, second and third in the 2003 State Track and Field Championship.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

Twelve Austin Independent School District high school athletes have placed first, second or third in the 2003 State Track and Field Championship.





Under the leadership and coaching of, Coach Paul Darby, the Reagan High School Track Team members, Derek Franks, Paul Darby, Irie Williams, and Cory Sterling, won first place in the 4x200 meter relay, with a time of 1:24.95. This was a new 4A conference record, 9th on national all time list as well as 5th on state all time list.  The team also won first place in the 4x400 meter relay setting a time of 3:10.78, also a new 4A conference record.   

Also representing Reagan are Cassandra Norwood, Janna    Plummer, Tia Collins, Celethia Byrd, under the coaching of Coach Leslie Riggins.  This team of girls placed third in the 4x400 meter relay, with a time of 3:56.37. Gyaisha Hall, also with Coach Riggins, took second place in the 100-meter dash with a time of 11.52.

Representing McCallum High School, Kurtiss Colvin, under the instruction of Coach Todd Raymond, earned second place in the high jump competition, jumping 6’9; Kurtiss also took 6th place in the 400-meter dash, running the event in 49.02.  

In other girl’s events, Johnsie Liles, from Johnston High School took second place in the 400-meter dash, finishing with a time of 53.01. This was the third fastest on state all-time list.  With a time of 23.62, Johnsie also won second place with the 200-meter dash. She also took second place in the long jump event, jumping 18’7 as well as eighth place in the triple jump event, jumping 34’2.  Her coach is Coach Patrick Melton.

Competing for Lyndon Baines Johnson High School under the coaching of Coach Darrell Crayton, Samara Williams took third place in the 300-meter hurdles event with a score of, 44.37.

Each athlete finished 1st or 2nd at the 26-4A District Championship, which qualified them for the Regional Track and Field Championship, held in San Antonio.  The athletes advanced to the State Championship by finishing 1st or 2nd in their particular events at the Regional Championship.  The Championship hosts the top 8 individuals or relays in the State in each event.  There are four regional Championships that send athletes to the State Championship.
