BACKGROUND INFORMATION


The Excellence in Teaching Awards program was created by HEB, in cooperation with the Texas Association of School Administrators, to celebrate and honor the contributions of public school educators.  Through the Excellence in Teaching Awards, HEB seeks to salute those Texas educators who represent the very best in the teaching profession.

On May 7, 2003, HEB representatives surprised 30 Texas teachers across the state with visits to their classrooms to notify them of their selection as finalists for the 2003 HEB Excellence in Teaching Awards.
