RECOMMENDATION

That the Board of Trustees approve adjustments in the attendance areas for Baranoff, Boone, Joslin, Linder and Pleasant Hill elementary schools




BACKGROUND INFORMATION


Periodically, adjustments must be made to the attendance areas for the District’s schools as shown on Exhibit “A”.  Most often these adjustments are associated with the opening of new schools when boundary lines establishing the attendance areas for the new schools are set and the attendance areas of the adjacent existing schools are correspondingly altered.  Occasionally, however, boundary adjustments to attendance areas must be made for reasons other than the opening of new schools.  


On an annual basis, staff from the Office of Student Services and the Office of Planning Services review conditions that contribute to chronic over crowding at some schools and the under-enrollment or under-utilization of others.  The Department of Pupil Transportation also participates in these annual reviews to provide insight into traffic safety issues that may also be factors in boundary decisions.


This year’s annual review resulted in staff recommending minor boundary adjustments to the attendance areas for Baranoff, Boone Joslin, Linder and Pleasant Hill elementary schools.


ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS

Three of the recommended changes anticipate future housing development, which could heavily impact already overcrowded schools during the 2003-04 school year. In each of these cases, the proposed solution reassigns students, residing in specific locations, from amore over-crowded to less over-crowded schools, or to schools whose over-crowded conditions will be addressed by either the construction of new schools or subsequent boundary adjustments as recommended by the Citizens’ 2004 Bond Advisory Committee.

The proposed adjustments are as follows:

· Change the Baranoff Attendance Area No. 295 to direct portions of the Bauerle Ranch Subdivision to Kocurek Elementary;

· Change the Linder Attendance Area No. 40 to direct students in the Pleasant Valley Villas to Brooke Elementary; and,

· Change the Pleasant Hill Attendance Area No. 60 to direct students in the Parkside at Slaughter Creek Subdivision to Menchaca Elementary.

Since these residential subdivisions are in their early stages of development, these changes can be effected in advance of the expected student impact.


Two additional adjustments are recommended to improve transportation patterns for students. They are as follows:

· Change the Boone Attendance Area No. 273 to allow students east of Longview Street to track to Sunset Valley Elementary; and

· Change the Joslin Attendance Area No. 37 to allow students east of Manchaca Rd and north of Valley View to track to Zilker Elementary.

Only a small number of students will be impacted by the proposed traffic safety-related changes, and students that would be scheduled for re-assignment as a result of this change will be given the option to remain at their currently assigned schools.  The current students potentially affected by the boundary changes proposed for Attendance Area No. 60, as previously described, will also have the option to remain in their presently assigned school, Pleasant Hill, rather than be reassigned to Menchaca

Two additional areas suggested by the Transportation Department review are being deferred pending the recommendations for relief from the Citizens’ 2004 Bond Advisory Committee. The magnitude and location of relief to be recommended by that committee will affect the alternatives to be considered for those areas. 

A summary of the recommended boundary and assignment changes, including future middle and high schools, is shown on Exhibit “B”.
