RECOMMENDATION
Approval to implement a consulting agreement (attached) with St. Edward’s University in compliance with the Technology Application Readiness Grant for Empowering Texas (TARGET) grant # 263000221400133 for $749,814 received on May 28, 2003. Austin ISD will receive $630,358. Leander ISD, as part of the Shared Service Agreement, will receive the remaining $119,456.




BACKGROUND INFORMATION
St. Edward’s University and AISD have entered into a partnership for the TARGET grant. AISD is the fiscal agent. St. Edward’s University with the assistance of the Austin Independent School District will hire a university mentor to work full time in the School of Education. This individual will work with university faculty, staff, and specialists from Austin ISD to develop reading curriculum materials that integrate technology. Additionally, this person will provide technology integration training to teachers at participating campuses. Information gleaned from the entities mentioned above and best practices for the incorporation of technology in reading will be shared with teachers, specialists, and facilitators at elementary schools in the Austin Area. 

The proposed amount to be paid to St. Edward’s University is $55,314.
