That the Board of Trustees approve the proposed Board Policy CS (LOCAL): Educational Specifications: Facilities.




BACKGROUND INFORMATION

The purpose of education specifications is to guide the design of educational spaces and buildings to ensure District facilities support the successful implementation of the District’s curriculum and instructional programs.  Educational specifications guide the planners, designers, and constructors of buildings by establishing standards to be applied consistently and equitably when new construction or renovation projects are begun.

The District formally codified educational specifications for elementary, middle school, and high school programs at the beginning of the 1996 Bond Program.

ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS

One element of the proposed policy includes a description of the purpose and need for a policy on educational specifications.  In addition, the policy specifies a district committee composed of teachers, administrators, supervisors of instructional programs, parents, and citizens charged with the responsibility for the regular review and update of the educational specifications to ensure alignment with current District curriculum and instructional practices.

In alignment with EL-12, Curriculum and Instruction, this policy calls for informing the Board of Trustees of any significant deletions, additions, or modifications of the educational specifications.

Their purpose is to guide the design of instructional space and building features.  The goal of the educational specifications is to achieve equity and consistency where possible in facilities across the district.

Educational specifications serve as guides for program managers, architects, engineers, and builders in the planning and construction of new schools and renovations.

To align with continuous curriculum development educational specifications are developed, reviewed and updated regularly by a committee composed of teachers, administrators, supervisors of instructional programs, parents, and citizens.  Administrative procedure will be implemented to outline the process of review and update the educational specifications.

In alignment with EL-12, Curriculum and Instruction, the Board of Trustees will be informed of any significant deletions, additions or modifications of the educational specifications.
