BACKGROUND INFORMATION

Alissa G. is a Grade 8 student who resides in the Austin High School attendance zone.  On February 6, 2004, a request for a  transfer from Austin High School to Bowie High School was submitted on behalf of the student.  On February 25, 2004, the Associate Superintendent for High Schools denied the transfer in accordance with Board Policy FDB (Local).  The parent appealed the decision to the Superintendent.  On April 21, 2004, the Superintendent upheld the decision rendered at Level I.  On May 10, 2004, the parent appealed the transfer denial to the Board of Trustees.  Noting the fact that the appeal was untimely filed, the General Counsel so notified the parent on May 19, 2004.  By letter of May 26, 2004, the parent notwithstanding seeks Board review.   


ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS


The timeliness of the filing of the complaint will first be considered by the Board.  Based on the decision of the Board as to the timeliness of filing, the merits of the complaint may be considered by the Board upon written submissions.


ACTION REQUIRED
The Board’s options are as follows:

(1)
move to find that the appeal was not timely filed;

(2)
move to agree to consider the appeal notwithstanding the untimeliness of the filing and

(a) 
affirm the decision rendered by the Superintendent and deny the relief requested;

(b) 
reject the decision rendered by the Superintendent and grant the relief requested; or

(c)
reject the decision rendered by the Superintendent and otherwise grant relief that it deems appropriate.
