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RECOMMENDATION

That the Board approve the proposed revisions to the Student Code of Conduct. 

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

The Austin Independent School District Board of Trustees adopted a Student Code of Conduct on August 5, 1996 as required by the Texas Education Code, Section 37.001.  The Student Code of Conduct has been revised each year since then to reflect legislative action, Board policy, and/or District regulations and procedures.

The attached Student Code of Conduct contains seven revisions, as indicated by underlining and strike-through. The last Code revision was adopted on August 11, 2003.  In addition, staff members are working with Communication Services to create a more user-friendly format.

ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS

This document is provided yearly to all students and staff in the Austin Independent School District in both English and Spanish.   It is also available at each school and on the AISD Website.

The proposed revisions are as follows:

· Page 1:  Date changed from August 11, 2003 to June 14, 2004.

· Page 1: Inclusion of information about how to access regulations and exhibits.

· Pages 3 and 4:  Discipline Authority is moved to precede Section II:  General Misconduct.  This allows for better flow of information (i.e., expectations, followed by disciplinary considerations and techniques, and then information about discipline authority).

· Page 5:  Added “Violating the district or campus dress code.”
· Page 8:  Added sentence about the expectation that behavior interventions will precede removals for persistent misbehavior.

· Page 9:  Deleted “serious or persistent misbehavior that violates the Student Code of Conduct” as an appropriate reason to continue a removal beyond the current school year.

· Page 16:  Title IX Coordinator was changed to Mel Waxler, as approved by the Board on March 8, 2004.
