RECOMMENDATION
That the Board of Trustees award a contract, in the amount of $209,674 to A-Tex Waterproofing, Inc. for the renovations at Lee, Maplewood and Oak Springs Elementary Schools and Garza High School.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

On December 8, 2003, the Board of Trustees approved the selection of Pfluger Associates, Architects to provide architectural/engineering services at four schools as part of the 2002 Health & Safety Bond Program. The work was to include re-establishing seals at the perimeter of certain windows and window lites where sealant and glazing compounds had deteriorated.  In addition, at Maplewood Elementary School, the classroom windows at the 100-Classroom Wing were scheduled to be replaced, and at Oak Springs Elementary School the classroom windows at the 200- Classroom Wing were scheduled for replacement.

Funds for this program are available from the 2002 Health & Safety Bond Program.  The total construction budget, exclusive of contingency funds, for all work scheduled at Lee, Maplewood and Oak Springs elementary schools, and Garza High School is $425,585.

ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATION 

This project was advertised in accordance with Board policy and state law.  Pre-bid conferences were held, starting at Maplewood Elementary School then proceeding to the other three schools, on May 12, 2004, and a public bid opening was held in the offices of the AISD Construction Management Department on May 19, 2004.  

Four bids were received on the project, a tabulation of which is as follows:
