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RECOMMENDATION


That the Board of Trustees award a contract in the amount of $92,992 to Sunvison Electric, for electrical system improvements to the kitchen serving lines at 14 schools.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION
AISD’s Department of Food Service is in the process of upgrading and replacing the serving lines in the following school kitchens. 

· Johnston High School

·  McCallum High School

· Burnet Middle School

· O.Henry Middle School

· Pearce Middle School

· Allan Elementary School

· Bryker Woods Elementary School

· Cunningham Elementary School 

· Graham Elementary School

· Gullett Elementary School

· Lee Elementary School

· Oak Springs Elementary School

· Ortega Elementary School

· Wooldridge Elementary School

This project constitutes the first group of schools to receive these upgrades. Improvements at a second group of schools are planned for summer 2005.

The present electrical services to the subject kitchens are inadequate for and incompatible with the proposed improvements to the serving lines, and certain upgrades and modifications are necessary to accommodate the installation of the new equipment.

The engineering firm of Energy Engineering Associates, Inc. was retained to provide the necessary design services and bid documents for this project.  The scope of the project includes the removal of the existing electrical equipment and the supply and installation of new electrical equipment with increased capacity. It also includes all related ceiling and floor modifications, electrical piping and wiring.

Included in the bid documents is the request for an alternate additive bid to install electrical equipment in five additional schools in preparation for future new serving line equipment. These schools include Austin, Travis, Lanier and LBJ high schools and Dobie Middle School.  This scope of work includes installation of electrical panel boards in preparation for the serving lines, but does not include the installation of the actual wiring, which will be bid at a future date along with the actual new equipment.


Funds for this project are available from the budget of the Department of Food  Service.

ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATION


The project was advertised in accordance with state law and Board policy.
 A public bid opening was held on Thursday, June 3, 2004, at 2:00 PM in the offices of AISD’s Construction Management Department.  Only one bid was received, and is as follows:

Although only one bid was received, it appears to be competitively priced and fair, and was within the $100,000 estimate provided by the engineer.  Staff recommends accepting both the Base Bid and Alternate Bid for a total amount of $92,992. 

The low bidder, Sunvison Electric, has satisfactorily completed similar previous projects for the Austin Independent School District.
