RECOMMENDATION

That the Board approve the attached lease agreement.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

The Travis County Juvenile Justice Alternative Education Program (JJAEP) operates under the jurisdiction of the Travis County Juvenile Board and the Travis County Commissioners Court through a “Cooperative” comprised of the school districts of Travis County, Education Service Center Region XIII and the Travis County Juvenile Court.  The JJAEP serves up to 50 students, ages 10 to17, who have been expelled from school districts in Travis County and are under the jurisdiction of the Juvenile Court. 

The JJAEP leases three portable buildings on the Alternative Learning Center campus at 901 Neal St. This arrangement began in the 1997-98 school year.  Travis county reimburses AISD $46,500 for the use of these facilities.

ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS

The attached Lease agreement is similar to that approved by the Board for the 1998-99, 1999-2000, 2000-2001, 2001-2002, and 2002-2003 school years, except for the addition of a Funding Out clause, which is now standard in all County contracts.  This states that the Travis County Commissioners Court approves all budgets, and therefore, must approve the funds that will be used for rent.
