RECOMMENDATION

That the Board approve the attached Memorandum of Understanding.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

The Travis County Juvenile Justice Alternative Education Program (JJAEP) operates under the jurisdiction of the Travis County Juvenile Board and the Travis County Commissioners Court through a “Cooperative” comprised of the school districts of Travis County, Education Service Center Region XIII and the Travis County Juvenile Court.  The JJAEP serves up to 50 students, ages 10 to17, who have been expelled from school districts in Travis County and are under the jurisdiction of the Juvenile Court.  Students may be expelled for either mandatory or discretionary reasons as specified in Chapter 37 of the Texas Education Code. 

ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS

The attached Memorandum of Understanding is similar to those approved by the Board for the 1996-97, 1997-98, 1998-99, 1999-00, 2000-01, 2001-2002, and 2003-2004 school years. 

There are several minor changes to the MOU adopted last year:
