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Bid on FSB03-020 on Ice Cream Products - i



RECOMMENDATION


That an award be made for a supply agreement for ice cream products to Blue Bell Creameries, L.P., in the estimated annual amount of $102,941.24.   The term of the contract shall be for twelve (12) months with an option to extend for an additional two (2) year period, subject to the approval of the Director of Food Services.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION


This is a routine bid.   Sealed bids were solicited for ice cream products for the 2003- 2004 school year, with an option to extend for the 2004-2005 and 2005-2006 school years.  Vendors for these products are required to make deliveries to each of the school cafeterias.  The successful bidder is also required to rotate stock and give credit for any out-of-date products.  Ice cream products are required to meet the quality standards required by the Texas Department of Health Resources (Division of Milk and Dairy Product).  Flavored ices are required to contain fruit or fruit juices as an ingredient.  Bid quantities are based on purchases during the past school year.

Bid competition for these products has historically been low, and for the past several years only two (2) bids have been received.  This year we received only one (1) bid.  The only other vendor that has offered bids in the past bid a NO BID.  When contacted to find out why they did submitted a no bid, the company stated that they could not provide all of the required products.

ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS


Food Service personnel have evaluated the bids submitted and conducted testing on samples.  The recommendations represent no appreciable difference in cost when compared to similar purchases made in June 2002.
