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RECOMMENDATION
That the Board of Trustees approve the Permanent Electrical Utility Easement, located on the property adjacent to Kealing Junior High School, as described herein, that serves the City of Austin’s George Washington Carver Museum & Cultural Center and Carver Branch Library.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

As a result of action taken by the Urban Renewal Agency of the City of Austin in 1967, AISD owns a one-quarter interest in the property upon which the Carter Branch Library and Museum and Kealing Junior High School were built.  The City is in the process of expanding both the museum and library and must establish a new permanent electrical utility easement for service lines which will provide electrical power to the improvements currently under construction.  By virtue of AISD’s partial ownership of the subject property, the District must approve the establishment of the easement.

ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATION

AISD’s Office of the General Counsel for Legal and External Affairs has determined that, similar to its responsibilities relative to the sale of surplus real property, the Board of Trustees must approve the granting of permanent public utility easements.  The opinion is based on interpretation of the Texas Education Code, Subchapter D (Powers and Duties of the Board of Trustees of Independent School District), Article 11.151 (General) and Article 11.154 (Sale of Property Other Than Minerals).

The proposed permanent Electrical Utility Easement, and its description is attached as Exhibit “A”.
