This Interlocal Agreement is made and entered into pursuant to Chapter 791 of the Texas Government Code by and between Travis County, Texas, (the "County"), and the Austin Independent School District ("AISD"), for the purposes and considerations set forth herein. 

WHEREAS, the County is operating the Juvenile Justice Alternative Education Program ("JJAEP") at the AISD Alternative Learning Center; and

WHEREAS, the County requires certain food services in connection with the JJAEP; and

WHEREAS, the AISD currently operates a food services program at the Alternative Learning Center campus in accordance with applicable federal and state laws and regulations (the "Services"); and

WHEREAS, the AISD and the County desire to cooperate in and facilitate the implementation of the Services for the JJAEP; and

WHEREAS, the County and the AISD desire set forth their respective responsibilities with regard to the Services;

NOW, THEREFORE, the County and the AISD agree as follows:

1.
The AISD will act by and through the AISD Nutrition & Food Services Department in the administration and performance of the Services hereunder.

2.
The AISD agrees to supply unitized meals (including beverages) (the "Meals") for eligible students in the Juvenile Justice Alternative Education Program located at the Alternative Learning Center, 900 Neal, Austin, Texas 78702 for the rate of ONE AND 60/100 DOLLARS ($1.60) per meal.

3.
The AISD will supply the Meals Monday through Friday, except for AISD holidays, for the duration of the 2003-2004 school year.  The Meals will be picked up by JJAEP staff from the cafeteria of the Alternative Learning Center at a time that is mutually agreeable to both parties.  The AISD agrees to provide disposable eating utensils and all paper goods necessary for dispensation of meals for no additional cost.

4.
JJAEP agrees to coordinate the application process for students who may qualify for the National School Breakfast and Lunch Program, or provide documentation from the student's home school regarding eligibility.  Those students who do qualify for Reduced Meals will be required to pay AISD $0.40 per meal.  Those students who do not qualify for Free or Reduced Meals will be responsible for paying AISD $1.60 per meal.  Adults, teachers, staff and volunteers wishing to purchase a meal may do by paying AISD $2.25 per meal.  The students receiving meals under this program and provided within this Agreement must receive the prior approval of the Travis County JJAEP Manager or his designee.  

5.
Meals served will meet or exceed the minimum requirements as to nutritive value and content required by the U.S. Department of Agriculture, as they pertain to the National School Lunch Program, and the AISD will claim federal reimbursement for such meals.

6.
The term of this Agreement will be for one year with the Services to be provided during the AISD school year, which runs from August 19, 2003 through May 26, 2004.  Termination of this Agreement is allowed by either party and notice of such termination must be made in writing at least 30 days prior to the effective date of termination.

7.
To the extent permitted by Texas law, the County and the AISD agree that each such governmental entity is responsible for its own proportionate share of any liability for its intentional or negligent acts or omissions arising out of or connected in any way to the activities undertaken pursuant to this Agreement.

Any party making any payments under this Agreement shall do so from current revenues available to the paying party.

10.
This Agreement contains the entire Agreement between the parties with respect to the subject matter hereof and supersedes all prior understandings and negotiations between the parties regarding such matters.  This Agreement may not modified or amended except by written agreement duly executed by the parties hereto.  No official, employee, or agent of Travis County may modify or amend this Agreement except pursuant to such express authority to do so granted by the Commissioners Court.

Any clause, sentence, or paragraph of this Agreement, which is determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, illegal or unenforceable in any respect shall not be deemed to impair, invalidate, or nullify the remainder of this Agreement.

12.
This Agreement shall be construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Texas.  All obligations hereunder are performable within Travis County, Texas.  Venue for any action arising hereunder shall be in Travis County, Texas.
