the Travis County Juvenile Justice Alternative Education Program

RECOMMENDATION

That the Board approve the attached interlocal agreement.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

The Travis County Juvenile Justice Alternative Education Program (JJAEP) operates under the jurisdiction of the Travis County Juvenile Board and the Travis County Commissioners Court through a “Cooperative” comprised of the school districts of Travis County, Education Service Center Region XIII and the Travis County Juvenile Court.  The JJAEP serves up to 50 students, ages 10 to17, who have been expelled from school districts in Travis County and are under the jurisdiction of the Juvenile Court.

The Food Services Interlocal Agreement allows for the provision of meals from AISD to eligible students attending the JJAEP.  Meals will be picked up by JJAEP staff from the ALC cafeteria. 

ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS

The attached Food Services Interlocal Agreement is similar to those approved by the Board for the 2001-2002 and the 2002-2003 school years.

There are several minor changes to the MOU adopted last year:

· Section 3 was changed to reflect the 2003 - 2004 school year.

· Section 4 was modified to reflect 1.) that JJAEP will coordinate the application process for students who may qualify for the National School Breakfast and Lunch Program; 2.) those students eligible for reduced meals would pay AISD directly the fee of $0.40; 3.) for those students not eligible for Free or Reduced meals would pay AISD directly the fee of $1.60; and 4.) also modified was for those adults, teachers, staff, and volunteers that wish to purchase a meal may do so by paying AISD directly the fee of $2.25.

· Section 6 of the 2002 - 2003 agreement, "The AISD agrees to provide an invoice to the County by the 10th day of each month, itemizing the number of meals provided under this Agreement for the previous month." was deleted in its entirety – current practice is reflected in Section 4.

· Section 6 was changed to reflect the 2003 - 2004 school year.
