RECOMMENDATION

That the Board of Trustees award a contract, in the amount of $292,000, to Airco Mechanical, Ltd. for the renovations at Sunset Valley Elementary School.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

On November 11, 2002, the Board of Trustees approved the selection of The Arizpe Group to provide architectural/engineering services for the renovations at Sunset Valley Elementary School.

The scope of work includes installing supplemental conditioned fresh-air systems for classrooms (100, 200, and 300 classroom wings), re-establishing seal at perimeter of windows and window lites where sealant/glazing compound has deteriorated, and making modifications to improve roof drainage at the library and the 200 classroom wing.  In addition, the scope includes installation of a building energy management system (BEMS) provided for and funded out of the 1996 Bond Program.  Installation of the BEMS had been delayed as design revisions were being made to the standard method by which local school systems communicate with the District’s main monitoring and control system.  As a result of these revisions, the District no longer will have to rely on a sole source for the systems components and will be able to achieve more competitive pricing and improved functional reliabilility.

Funds for this project are available from the 2002 Health & Safety Bond Program and the 1996 Bond Program.  The construction budget established for the 2002 Health & Safety Bond Program scope of work is $200,105, exclusive of the construction and project contingencies.  Additionally, $80,000 is available from the 1996 Bond Program for the installation of the building energy management system, providing a total construction budget of $280,105, exclusive of construction and project contingencies.

ADMINISTRATION CONSIDERATION

This project was advertised in accordance with Board policy and state law.  A pre-bid conference was held at Sunset Valley Elementary School on June 11, 2003, and a public bid opening was held in the offices of the AISD Construction Management Department on June 18, 2003, at 2:00 pm.

The low bid of $292,000 is $11,895 over the established construction budget; however, adequate funds are available in the construction contingency to cover the overrun.

The low bidder, Airco Mechanical, has completed similar HVAC projects for AISD and other school districts in Central Texas. Verification of references indicates the company is qualified to perform the work.
