BACKGROUND INFORMATION


Austin ISD has participated in the Central Texas Assessment Cooperative with the Education Service Center, Region XIII since the 1999-2000 school year. This training addresses the requirements of Texas Education Code Chapter 241 regarding certification requirements for principals and assistant principals. The Texas Education Code (Sec. 21.054) requires all principals to go through this assessment process once every five years as long as he/she remains employed as a principal. 


ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS


 Participation in the Central Texas Assessment Cooperative ensures that district principals and assistant principals will be assessed with a State Board for Educator Certification (SBEC) approved model and within the prescribed timeline to retain certification status for the role of campus principal or assistant principal. The cooperative is priced at $1,100 per administrator.
