RECOMMENDATION

That the Board of Trustees award a contract in the amount of $85,200 to Advantage USAA, for the roofing improvements at Austin High School.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

The roof system over the gymnasium at Austin High School is the original roof constructed in 1975. Recent attempts to repair leaks in this area have not been successful because the perimeter roof flashing has deteriorated beyond repair and needs to be replaced. In addition, it was determined that the existing roof drains and emergency overflow scuppers were undersized.  

Mendoza Architecture, Inc., and Southwest Associates Roof Consultants recommended removing and replacing the base flashings at adjacent walls and parapets.  The installation of additional roof drains and emergency overflow scuppers are also included in the scope of work in order to bring this roof area into code compliance.

Funds for this project are available from the annual maintenance and operation budget of the AISD Construction Management Department.

ADMINISTRATION CONSIDERATION

The project was advertised in accordance with Board policy and state law.  A pre-bid conference was held on May 21, 2004 at 10:00 a.m., and a public bid opening was held in the offices of the AISD 

Construction Management Department on June 1, 2004, at 2:00 p.m.
