BOARD RECOGNITION STATEMENT

Texas Association for Alternative Education Lifetime Achievement Award to Joe Oliveri, Director of the Alternative Education Department

It is my pleasure to announce that the Texas Association for Alternative Education has honored Mr. Joe Oliveri, Director of the Alternative Education Department, as this year’s recipient of the Lifetime Achievement Award for his major contributions to alternative education.

Mr. Oliveri’s contributions to education have been very diverse.  While serving in the Peace Corps in Peru, he taught high school English and organized a weaver’s cooperative.  After earning his Master’s Degree in Curriculum and Instruction in New York, he returned to Latin America as Director of Education Programs in Honduras and Director of Peace Corp operations in the Dominican Republic.

In 1976, Mr. Oliveri moved to Austin and worked in the Upward Bound Program at St. Edwards University and later as Director of Training and Safety for the City of Austin.  He began his career with AISD in 1982 as a Community Education Campus Coordinator at Cook Elementary School where he started an after school child care program and supervised a variety of community programs.  He also served AISD as a middle school assistant principal before being called upon to lead the district’s Alternative Education Programs for elementary and secondary students.  Mr. Oliveri is completing his tenth year at the district Director of Alternative Education programs where he has reduced the recidivism rate for students removed to the ALC from over 40% to less than 11%.

As the recipient of this statewide award, Joe Oliveri brings honor and recognition to himself and the Austin Independent School District.
