RECOMMENDATION

That the Board of Trustees authorize the Superintendent to enter into the Contract between the Austin Independent School District and the Austin State Hospital.




BACKGROUND INFORMATION  

The purpose of the Contract is to continue to serve students who reside in the Austin State Hospital as required in law. This is a renewal of the Contract between the Austin State Hospital and Austin ISD approved by the Board last year.  There are no substantive changes in the Contract from the one approved by the Board last year.  The Contract allows the district to provide instructional services to school age students during their placement in the Austin State Hospital.  The AISD has historically served students in ten classrooms with teachers, teacher assistants, an administrative supervisor, and materials.  The Austin State Hospital provides the classroom space, students, and behavior support as needed.


ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS

The Contract requires the salaries/benefits for staff and materials to be provided by Austin ISD.  The district’s Director of Special Education, Joan Altobelli, has reviewed the Contract and she or her designee will continue to serve as the District’s supervisor of this Contract.
