Board Approval for the implementation of a data sharing agreement by and between Austin ISD and the Charles A. Dana Center at the University of Texas




BACKGROUND INFORMATION

Dr. Darlene Yanez at the Dana Center is requesting the Austin ISD to provide confidential student data so that the UT-Dana Center may evaluate the AmeriCorps for Community Engagement and Education (ACEE) literacy intervention program. This agreement shall be valid until June 2005 and may be renewed on an annual basis. 

The data will be provided for the 2003-04 and 2004-05 school years kindergarten and first grade students at four AISD elementary campuses.  Student IDs will be transformed before these data are transferred to the Dana Center.   The Dana Center agrees to pay the costs for programming associated with extracting and transforming these data for the purposes of preserving the confidentiality of specific data. 

Both parties to this agreement will adhere to the confidentiality of student information according to the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act of 1974 (FERPA) and the implementing regulations found in 34 CFR Part 99.  Only authorized UT-Dana Center personnel will be allowed to analyze the data provided by Austin ISD for research purposes as stated in this agreement.  Data will be stored in a secure area by the UT Dana Center.


ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS


AISD has entered into Interlocal Agreements/Data Sharing Agreements in the past with the University of Texas.  The UT-Dana Center has an Interlocal agreement with AISD to provide the ACEE literacy intervention program.  The UT-Dana Center is requesting these data in order to evaluate the effectiveness of the ACEE program.
