RECOMMENDATION

Board Approval for the implementation of a data sharing agreement by and between Austin ISD and UTeach-Dell Center for New Teacher Success at the University of Texas




BACKGROUND INFORMATION

Dr. Karen L. Ostlund at the UTDC is requesting the Austin ISD to provide confidential student data so that she can conduct formative and summative evaluations of the UTDC Program.  This evaluation will examine the implementation and effects of the UTDC Program in AISD for the school years 2004-05 through 2008-09.  The agreement shall be valid from July 2004 to July 2005 and shall be renewable annually in July.

The data will be provided for the 2003-04 and 2004-05 school years for all first-year math, science, and computer science teachers at AISD secondary schools.  UTDC agrees to pay the costs for programming associated with extracting and transforming these data for the purposes of preserving the confidentiality of specific data. 

Both parties to this agreement will adhere to the confidentiality of student information according to the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act of 1974 (FERPA) and the implementing regulations found in 34 CFR Part 99.  Only authorized UTDC personnel will be allowed to analyze the data provided by Austin ISD for research purposes as stated in this agreement.  Data will be stored in a secure area by UTDC.


ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS


AISD has entered into Interlocal Agreements/Data Sharing Agreements in the past with the University of Texas.  Dr. Forgione, and the Departments of Educator Development and Curriculum have given approval for this program to be implemented in AISD.  UTDC is requesting these data in order to conduct both formative and summative evaluations of their program.
