Installation of Walk-In Freezer/Cooler at Sunset Valley Elementary School - Pre-Approval for Not-To-Exceed Award of Contract  (EL-9)

RECOMMENDATION

That the Board of Trustees authorize the administration to execute a contract in an amount not-to-exceed $52,800 ($48,000 plus 10%) with the lowest and most responsive bidder for the installation of a walk-in freezer/cooler at Sunset Valley Elementary School.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

As part of the 1996 Bond Program, walk-in freezer/coolers were to be installed at all existing campuses where such food storage facilities did not exist, and where  Food Service staff was relying on reach-in units located in the kitchen and cafeteria spaces.  The addition of walk-in freezer/coolers at campuses, in conjunction with the Central Food Service Warehouse, provided greater efficiency for food distribution and storage across the District. Sunset Valley Elementary School was included in the schools scheduled for walk-in freezer/cooler installation.

This project previously bid, and only one bidder responded.  The sole bid received was deemed unresponsive due to the bidder submitting unauthorized substitutions and making other qualifying modifications in the bid.

The Construction Management Department staff and the food service consultant, Millunzi Associates, have prepared revised bid documents for the performance of the work during this summer.  The construction budget for the cooler/freezer is $48,000, with funds available from the 1996 Bond Program.

ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATION 

This project will be advertised as required by state law and in accordance with Board policy, and a public bid opening will be held on July 6, 2004, at 2:00 PM.

Since the bids for the project are scheduled to be received in July, during which there is no regular scheduled Board meeting, it is recommended that the Board authorize the administration to execute a contract with the successful bidder on the project if the bid is within 10% of the District’s estimate of $48,000 for the work.
