Recommendation

That the Board of Trustees authorize the administration to execute a contract in an amount not-to-exceed $104,500 ($95,000 plus 10%) with the lowest and most responsive bidder for the drainage improvements at Fulmore Middle School.

Background Information

On December 8, 2003, the Board of Trustees approved the selection of KlugDesign Architecture to provide architectural/engineering services at Fulmore Middle School as part of the 2002 Health & Safety Bond program.  Work included for this project consists of regrading and the addition of area drains at areas around and inside the running track where run-off water has pooled for lengthy periods of time following rainstorms, encroaching upon the athletic practice fields inside the track.  The contemplated grading and drainage improvements will facilitate the dispersal of stormwater, which periodically covers parts of the athletic fields.  In addition, these changes will enlarge the area within the track for additional available athletic practice and physical education use.

The Construction Management Department staff and KlugDesign Architecture are working on the preparation of bid documents for the performance of the work during the summer.

Funds for this project are available from the 2002 Health & Safety Bond Program.  The total construction budget, exclusive of contingency funds, for all work scheduled at Fulmore Middle School is $111,410.

ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATION

The project will be advertised as required by state law and in accordance with Board policy, and a public bid opening will be held on July 8, 2004 at 2:00 p.m.

Since the bids for this project will be received after the Board’s last scheduled meeting in June, prior to its break in July, it is recommended that the Board authorize the administration to execute a contract with the successful bidder.  This authorization will be contingent upon the bid amount not exceeding 10% of the District’s estimate of $95,000.  Waiting until the Board’s first regularly scheduled meeting in August for approval of an award of contract would mean that the work could not be finished prior to the start of the 2004-2005 school year.
