On this the 22nd day of April 2002, at 5:30 p.m., the Board of Trustees of the Austin Independent School District convened in the Carruth Administration Center Auditorium, 1111 West 6th Street, Austin, Texas, and announced that it would convene in Executive Session under the provisions of Chapter 551 (Open Meetings), Sections 551.071 and 551.074. Rider, Ingrid Taylor (arriving at 6:05 p.m. and in attendance until 12:20 a.m.), Doyle Valdez, Ave Wahrmund, and Patricia Whiteside.  

President Rider called the meeting to order at 5:33 p.m.

The Board found and determined that, in accordance with the policies and Order of this Board and with Chapter 551 (Open Meetings) of the Texas Government Code, as amended, the notice of the meeting has been properly complied with, including the posting of notice as to time, date, place of the meeting, and the subjects to be discussed at said meeting.

Update from TEA Monitor

Dr. Marvin Crawford, assigned by the Texas Education Agency to monitor three low performing schools, Dobie Middle School, and Johnston and Reagan high schools provided an update for the Trustees.

Dr. Crawford commended the high schools for the efforts made to recover school leavers and improve attendance.    Dr. Crawford noted that major improvement is still needed at Dobie High School.  Explicit recommendations will be made at the end of April.  

Citizens’ Communications

Pat Sutton, physical education teacher and grandparent of an AISD student, spoke in support of physical education taught in single classes by physical education teachers.

Emily Jones, parent and PTA president at Dawson Elementary School, reported to the Trustees the successes of Dawson Elementary School.

Bruce Banner, co-president of Education Austin, spoke in support of the Austin Blueprint Initiative; expressed concerns regarding the disparity of extra day pay for principals and teachers; and supported art and music instruction with implementation of physical education requirements.

Suzanne Haley, Dawson Elementary School staff, addressed the Trustees with enthusiasm regarding Dawson Elementary School.

Bridget Villarreal, first grade teacher at Dawson Elementary School, spoke in support of the teachers, staff and administration at Dawson Elementary School.

Pat Miller, a special education teacher assistant at Dawson Elementary School, spoke in support of educating and meeting the needs of each child at Dawson.

Dolly Lambdin, a parent of two children in the District; Ali Carter, parent of a Barton Hills Elementary School student; Barb Brantner; Mark Tracy, physical education instructor; Fran Rush; spoke in support of daily quality physical education for students taught by physical education specialists.

Tony Diaz, member of the Texas League of United Latin American Citizens, expressed support for the Austin Blueprint Initiative and urged the Trustees to consider the Harris Elementary School petitions supporting the Dual Language Program.

Emma Lea Mayton, former AISD teacher and administrator, spoke in support of art and music instruction with the implementation additional physical education instruction.

Melanie Belcher, associate psychologist with the District, addressed the Board regarding retention and recruitment of staff.

Janet Huber, member of the Austin Association for Gifted and Talented, congratulated Dana Gardner and Jim Ferguson named the 2001-2002 elementary and secondary G/T Teachers of the Year and expressed appreciation to the Advanced Academic Services staff for their tireless efforts.

Olga Cuellar, representing LULAC, addressed the Board regarding LULAC’s lack of support for the Blueprint Initiative and requested a response to the letter from LULAC outlining concerns.

Doug Fletcher and Marshall Sanders, alumni of Reagan High School, spoke with concern regarding the hiring process for the new Reagan High School head football coach and athletic coordinator and requested a delay of the Board confirmation.

Norma Saavedra, parent of Harris Elementary School students and project coordinator of dual language program at Harris, addressed the Board with concern regarding the selection of Harris Elementary School as a Blueprint school and the end of the Dual Language Program.

Titos Menchaca, alumnus and parent of children at Dawson Elementary School, addressed the Board regarding the dedication of Dawson Elementary School teachers to the safety and education of their students.

Charles Anderson, teacher at Blackshear Elementary School, spoke with concern regarding the selection of Blackshear Elementary School as a Blueprint school, the selection of principals for the Blueprint schools without community input, and stated that it is not the program that educates the children but it is the competent leadership.

Relaine Reeves, a teacher at Harris Elementary School, spoke in support of the Dual Language Program at Harris Elementary School teaching reading and writing in both languages, English and Spanish.

Rosa Maria Gonzalez, teacher at Harris Elementary School, urged the Board to consider fiscal responsibility and informed decision-making regarding the Dual Language Program.

Lupe Ramos, a teacher at Harris Elementary School, expressed concerns related to the Blueprint Initiative and eliminating the Dual Language Program.

Jasolyn Henderson, a school psychologist intern for the District, addressed the Trustees explaining the reasons for resigning from the District and expressed the need for a system wide special education process in order to retain and recruit qualified credential staff.

Cecilia Martinez-Avila, teacher at Norman Elementary School, spoke with concern regarding the selection process for the principal of Norman Elementary School and urged the Board to delay the action of the appointment.

Patrick Ferrante, a teacher at Norman Elementary School teacher, addressed the Board with concern regarding the selection process for the appointment of the principal at Norman Elementary School and urged the Board to reconsider the appointment.

Amanda Stein, a Norman Elementary School teacher, urged the Board to reinstate the process for selection of the Norman Elementary School principal and expressed concerns regarding the affect on the students.

Claudia Hernandez, a Norman Elementary School teacher, urged the Board to continue with the selection process for a principal at Norman Elementary School.

Ave Wahrmund requested that staff provide the number of school psychologists on staff and how many are resigning after this school year.  Ms. Wahrmund also requested the method of follow-up on exit questionnaires.

Loretta Edelen requested that the Board be provided more information regarding the selection of the Reagan High School head football coach before moving forward on the Personnel Actions.

President Rider requested that Ms. Edelen hold the request for the appropriate agenda item.

Olga Garza requested that Items IX.A.1, 2 and 3, Appointment of Principal of Akins High School, Appointment of Principal of Norman Elementary School, and Appointments of Principals of Austin Blueprint Schools be discussed in Executive Session.

Implementing the Austin Blueprint Initiative

Following a discussion of proposals by Edison, Inc. and KIPP in February 2002, the Board directed the Superintendent to develop a plan to address problems of student achievement at a set of chronically under-performing schools.  On April 1, Dr. Forgione presented the outline of the Austin Blueprint to Leave No Child Behind and the Board approved appointment of Claudia Tousek to direct the Austin Blueprint.

Dr. Forgione presented the recommendations of the designation of six AISD schools as Schools for Excellence under the Austin Blueprint:  Blackshear, Harris, Oak Springs and Sims elementary schools and Dobie and Pearce middle schools.   The selection of these schools was data driven, with Sims Elementary School volunteering to participate.  In later action at this meeting the Superintendent is recommending the following appointments for Board approval:  Sylvia Segura Pirtle to be principal of Blackshear Elementary; Ron Gonzales to be principal of Harris Elementary; Gilbert Hicks to be principal of Oak Springs Elementary; Ron Bolek to be principal of Pearce Middle School, and Celina Estrada Russell to be principal of Dobie Middle School.  The current principal of Sims Elementary, Texanna Grady, will remain in her position at Sims.  Dr. Forgione is also recommending that the current principal of Oak Springs, Cornel Jones, upon his request, be appointed the principal of Norman Elementary School.  This will also require the reassignment of the principals at three of the Blueprint schools to other positions within the District.

Rudy Montoya requested that staff report back to the Board certifying from our bilingual program that Open Court is investigated and has a validation of proven success, will it be successful in AISD, and are all materials available.  Mr. Montoya also requested that staff provide a follow-up on the Dual Language Program at Harris Elementary School.

Dr. Forgione noted that the transfer timeline would be extended for the six Blueprint schools to allow teachers an opportunity to indicate they want to transfer in or out of the six schools.

At 12:00 a.m. Doyle Valdez made a motion to extend the meeting for thirty minutes.  Olga Garza objected the extension.
