Austin ISD Internet Filtering Policy

Dr. Joy McLarty, Deputy Superintendent of Accountability and Information Systems;

Gray Salada, Chief Information Officer; and Jeff Meyer, Director of Instructional Technology, reviewed the Internet Filtering Recommendations of the Technology Advisory Council Subcommittee based on the TASB model on Internet Filtering by altering Policy CQ (Local), Electronic Communication and Data Management.   As required by the Children’s Internet Protection Act (2001) and as a requirement for the District to receive federal funding for technology and telecommunications services the District must adopt an Internet filtering policy that addresses the following five issues:

· Access by minors to inappropriate matter on the Internet and World Wide Web;

· Safety of minors when using electronic mail;

· Unauthorized access, including so-called “hacking” and other unlawful activities by minors online;

· Unauthorized disclosure, use, and dissemination of personal information regarding minors; and

· Measures designed to restrict minors’ access to materials harmful to minors.

The District is providing an opportunity for public notice and input prior to Board of Trustee action.
