NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS ACCORDINGLY FOUND, DECLARED AND RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE AUSTIN INDEPENDENT SCHOOL DISTRICT THAT:  The Board officially finds, determines, and declares that the Election was duly and properly conducted, that proper legal notice of such Election was duly given in the English language and the Spanish language (to the extent required by law), that proper election officers were duly appointed prior to the Election, that the Election was duly and legally held, that all resident, qualified voters of AISD single-member districts four (4), six (6) and seven (7) were permitted to vote at the Election, that due returns of the results of the Election were made and delivered, and that the Board has duly canvassed such returns, all in accordance with the laws of the State of Texas and of the United States of America, and the orders calling the Election.  Ave Wahrmund seconded the motion.

Ms. Wahrmund requested information regarding the precincts that had problems with ballots.  Dr. Griffith and Ms. Sickle explained the following:


Precinct 249 – 80 individuals did not have ballots




   30 returned to vote


Precinct 237 – had ballots

Precinct 455 – ran out of Q ballots for Edwards Aquifer




   individuals were allowed to write in

The motion passed unanimously.
