RECOMMENDATION

That the Board of Trustees approve an Interlocal Agreement with Capital Metropolitan Transportation Authority to provide transportation for students in the magnet programs at Kealing Junior High and LBJ High School for the next five (5) school years, which ends with the 2006-2007 school year.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

The Board of Trustees has approved the administration’s recommendation to enter into an Intergovernmental Agreement with Capital Metro to provide transportation for students in the magnet programs at Kealing Junior High and LBJ and Johnston High Schools since the 1995-96 school year.

These students have been riding transit buses and have been picked up and delivered at Austin ISD bus stops.

This program has been very successful, serving approximately one thousand magnet students daily.

ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATION

Capital Metro desires additional compensation from the District in order to be consistent with their other contracts.  They have agreed to continue this service for the next five years at the following rate:  $500,000 for the 2002-03 school year and for each school year for the duration of this agreement the yearly fee will increase by three percent (3%).  While this is an increase in the cost of operating, the District will still realize a savings of approximately $120,000 per year for the term of the agreement.
