RECOMMENDATION

That the Board accept the Final Report of the Reagan Safety Review Team, recognize the Members of the Team, direct the Superintendent to develop an action plan based on the Team’s observations and recommendations; and request that the Team meet with the Reagan community and other AISD stakeholders as soon as possible.




BACKGROUND INFORMATION

On March 28, 2003, AISD student Ortralla Mosley was stabbed to death on the Reagan High School campus.  On April 21, 2003, the Board of Trustees established the Reagan Safety Review Team and directed the team, as part of its Charge, to: (1) review the safety-related policies, procedures and data at Reagan; and (2) to compare Reagan’s experience with other schools in the District, state and nation.  The Board asked the Team to conclude its work on or before June 24, 2003.  On June 24, 2003, the Team requested additional time to complete its task.  The Team has now finalized its assignment pursuant to Part 1 of its Charge and is prepared to present and discuss its final report with the Board.
