RECOMMENDATION

That the Board reassign Part 2 of the Reagan Safety Review Team’s Charge to Kevin Cole, Esq., and Cole and Powell, P.C.




BACKGROUND INFORMATION

On March 28, 2003, AISD student Ortralla Mosley was stabbed to death on the Reagan High School campus.  On April 21, 2003, the Board of Trustees established the Reagan Safety Review Team with a two-part Charge, the second part coming after completion of Part 1 and the investigation by the Austin Police Department and the District Attorney’s Office.  Since April 21st when the Charge was approved, there have been significant developments, including the fact that Mr. Marcus McTear pled “true” to the charges against him in juvenile court and was sentenced for Ms. Mosley’s death, the filing of a lawsuit by Ms. Mosley-Samuel, and the assignment of legal counsel by the Texas Association of School Boards to defend AISD in the event that the District is sued. 


ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS


Mr. Cole and Cole and Powell would still ascertain, as the Board has directed, what Reagan and/or Central Office Administration knew about the relationship between Ortralla Mosley and Marcus McTear, the dates such facts became known, and any actions taken in response to such knowledge.  The Board will still be able to take action, if and where needed, to ensure student safety and protect the public’s interests in the event a lawsuit is filed.
