PAYMENT OF SERVICES:

Payments for services performed shall be billed in one lump sum.  Payments received by the Performing Agency shall be credited to its current appropriation item(s) or account(s) from which the expenditures of that character were originally made.

TERMS OF AGREEMENT:


This agreement shall begin September 1, 2003 and shall terminate August 31, 2004.

VII.  
DISPUTE RESOLUTION:

To the extent that Chapter 2260, Texas Government Code, is applicable to this contract and is not preempted by the other applicable law, the dispute resolution process provided for in Chapter 2260 and the related rules adopted by the Texas Attorney General pursuant to Chapter 2260, shall be used by the Receiving Agency and the Performing Agency to attempt to resolve any claim for the breach of contract made by the Performing Agency that cannot be resolved in the ordinary course of business.  The Chief business Officer of the Receiving Agency shall examine the Performing Agency’s Claim and any counterclaim and negotiate with Performing Agency in an effort to resolve such claims.  The parties hereto specifically agree that (i) neither the occurrence of an event giving rise to breach of contract claim nor the pendency of a claim constitute grounds for the suspension of performance by Performing Agency; (ii) neither the issuance of this contract by Receiving Agency nor any other conduct, action or inaction of any representative of Receiving Agency relating to this Contract constitutes or is intended to constitutes a waiver of Receiving Agency’s or the state’s sovereign immunity to suit; and (iii) Receiving Agency has not waived its right to seek redress in the courts.

CERTIFICATIONS:

The undersigned Contracting Parties do hereby certify that each is authorized to perform the services required by this Agreement and that such services further a governmental function of Receiving Agency.  Payment for the services performed by the Performing Agency will be made from current revenues available to the Receiving Agency.
