Interlocal Agreement with Austin Community College for software training

RECOMMENDATION
That the Board of Trustees approve the attached Interlocal Agreement between Austin ISD and Austin Community College to provide training to Austin ISD employees during the fiscal year 2002-2003 not to exceed $60,000 covering beginning, intermediate and advanced levels of Windows, Microsoft Word, Microsoft Excel, Microsoft Access, Microsoft Power Point, Microsoft Project, and Lotus Notes.  Costs associated with this agreement have been included in the proposed FY 2002 – 2003 budget.




BACKGROUND INFORMATION

In May 2001, the Board approved funding for an Interlocal Agreement with Austin Community College to provide basic technology training to AISD staff.  This contract has enabled us to offer over 180 classes to staff to gain basic computer skills. Hundreds more staff members and teachers require this basic level of training as well as additional classes in intermediate and advanced levels of Windows, Microsoft Office, Microsoft Access, Power Point and Lotus Notes.  Austin Community College will provide the trainers, handouts and their facilities.  The District’s computer lab at Baker will be used for Lotus Notes.


ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS

Austin ISD and Austin Community College have been partners in the effort to educate children and the Austin community.  Through this Interlocal Agreement, Austin Community College will provide up to 150 classes with handouts for up to 18 students per class, 3 or 4 hours per class from September 2002 through August 2003 for a maximum of $60,000.


ACTION REQUIRED
That the Board of Trustees approves the Interlocal Agreement between Austin ISD and Austin Community College for training of Austin ISD staff in Windows, Microsoft Office and Lotus Notes not to exceed $60,000.
