BACKGROUND INFORMATION


As initially identified by the School Health Advisory Council and with agreement of AISD Administration and AISD Board of Trustees, the initially appointed SHAC does not adequately represent the demographic diversity of the school district and local community to fulfill its role as an advisory group for the Board.

1) Designate initial term of office for existing SHAC members, term beginning 8/02.  All terms retain possibility of consecutive re-appointment.

a) Attachment # I is a table of existing members of SHAC.  The Board is asked to approve an initial length of term (2 or 3 years) for these members in order to establish rotating membership on the SHAC.  All initial terms will maintain the possibility for consecutive re-appointment by the Board.

2) Appoint additional members to SHAC for designated terms.
a) Attachment # II is a table of names of community members and descriptive information.  These names are put forward to assist the Board in developing a broadly representative SHAC.  The Board is asked to determine an initial length of term for these members (2 or 3 years) to establish rotating membership on the SHAC.

ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS

Approval of new members is to improve the demographic and community sector representation of the School Health Advisory Council, as recommended by AISD Board, Administration and SHAC.
