Citizens’ Communications

Linda Johnson, a Harris Elementary School parent, addressed the Board regarding the principal assignments and TAAS scores at the Blueprint schools

Dave Woods and Pamela Atkins, physical education specialist at Davis Elementary School,  spoke in support of physical education specialists providing physical education instruction.

Michele Rusnak, president of the Austin Association of Physical Education and Recreation, spoke in support of physical education classes provided every other day and instruction by physical education specialists.

Gus Pena expressed concerns regarding bullying and affect of the school environment on children learning.

Phillip Walter, parent of a Johnston High School senior, expressed appreciation to the Johnston High School teachers and staff responsible for his daughter being a successful student.

Miguel Gomez addressed the Board regarding children unfairly targeted for discipline referrals in juvenile courts and selective enforcement of disciplinary practices within AISD.

Susana Almanza addressed the Board regarding the alternative programs available for exploration, disciplinary infraction, and expressed concerns regarding the high Latino drop out rate. 

Dr. Sylvia Herrera spoke with concern regarding the lack of dialogue regarding the Austin Blueprint Plan and the consideration of an independent school district in east Austin.

Michael Griffin, third grade bilingual teacher at Pleasant Hill Elementary, spoke in support of providing daily physical education taught by certified specialists.

Christi Crider, a volunteer for the American Cancer Society and parent of students in the District, urged the Board to support daily physical education.

Lupe Ramos, a teacher at Harris Elementary, spoke with concerns regarding the affect of the Austin Blueprint on staff.

ReLaine Reeves, a teacher at Harris Elementary School, spoke with concerns related to the requirements of staff in the Blueprint schools and the lack of notification to teachers staff.

Bruce Banner, co president of Education Austin, welcomed the new and returning Trustees on behalf of the Education Austin Executive Board, congratulated the new Board leadership, recognized the service of the former Trustees, and urged the Board to listen to the Austin community, families and employees.

Rosa Maria Gonzales, Harris Elementary School dual language teacher, addressed student achievement and expressed concerns regarding the Blueprint as a solution for Harris Elementary School.

Debbie Hasan, reading recovery teacher at Dawson Elementary School, reported to the Board on successful learners at Dawson Elementary and expressed support for a mediator to work with disgruntled parents 

Hazel McCullough, a teacher at Oak Springs Elementary, addressed the Trustees regarding a process for releasing staff members, the reassignment process for Blueprint School staff, and the timing of notifications.

Charles Anderson, a Blackshear Elementary School employee, provided a handout with information on the student achievement at Blackshear Elementary without the Blueprint Plan.

Alberto Gonzalez, parent of students at Harris Elementary School, spoke with concerns regarding the lack of oversight and accountability. 

Brenda Urps, co president of Education Austin, addressed the Trustees regarding teachers finding the end of year evaluation scores on the PDAS being lowered without the teachers receiving documentation or feedback.

Olga Cuellar, representing LULAC, spoke with concerns regarding the execution of the Austin Blueprint and assigned administration without waiting for the 2002 TAAS results.

Tony Diaz, representing LULAC, spoke with concerns regarding the Blueprint Plan working with only six of 31 low performing schools and the justification for assignment of administrators.

Nora De Hoyos Comstock addressed the Board regarding the quality of education provided to the students in AISD and urged the use of proven curricula.

Andrea Melendez, a 2001 UT graduate and product of east Austin schools, spoke with concerns regarding the implementation of curriculum.

Dr. Juan Sanchez urged the Board to not accept any blueprint or curriculum that does not include dual language.

Susan Finkelman, a parent of students in AISD, urged the Board to preserve the level of quality in music and art. 

Marcy McNeil, ATPE executive board member, reported to the Trustees regarding seventeen academic scholarships presented to AISD students, the children of ATPE members, and five scholarships presented to teachers.

Frances Meieser spoke with support of daily physical activity for all children.

The requirement for Board award of contracts in the amount of $25,000 or more was waived for the relocation/remodeling of existing portables and the construction of new portables that may be required in excess of the original bid awards.  The awards for subsequent portable construction, moves, sidewalks and carpentry, water and sewer connections and electrical service would be based on the lowest combination of unit prices submitted in each original bid proposal for each of the trades as required at the selected sites and the contractor’s ability to complete the required work within AISD’s time schedule.

Austin High School Softball Parents Level III Grievance

Andrea Gunn, Texas Civil Rights Project attorney representing parents and students of Austin High School, addressed the Board regarding a grievance appealed to the Board of Trustees pursuant to Board Policy FNG (Local) concerning Title IX issues related to softball.    

Ylise Janssen, Senior School Law Attorney; Dr. Darlene Westbrook, Deputy Superintendent of Curriculum and Instruction; and Dr. Edward Fuentes, Deputy Superintendent of Bilingual Education and Human Resources Development, representing the District, addressed the Board in response to the grievance.

At the conclusion of the presentations by Ms. Gunn and Ms. Janssen, discussion by the Board included the fiscal note for the recommendations; athletic coordinators; timeframe for Field Sports Facility completion; transportation; seating at new softball fields; Title IX compliance, revenue of gate sales; athletic budgets; maintenance work orders; and the 1996 bond issue specifications. 

Ave Wahrmund made a motion that the Board of Trustees approves deferring action regarding the Austin High School Softball Parents Level III Grievance until the Board of Trustees Regular Meeting on May 28, 2002.  Robert Schneider seconded the motion.

The motion passed unanimously.

John Fitzpatrick requested that staff provide information related to the number of female athletic coordinators, the number of women in management positions in the central athletic office, current photographs of the fields used for softball games at this time, and additional clarification of the options that the District, City of Austin, and community partners have explored.

Patricia Whiteside requested that staff provide the formula for dividing the budgeted funds between District sports and the athletic audit reports from Internal Audit.  Ms. Whiteside also requested the timeline for completing maintenance work orders.

Rudy Montoya requested that staff provide the fiscal notes related to the issues and property line information related to Burger Center.  

Robert Schneider requested that staff provide information regarding comparable cases in other Texas large urban school districts.  

Patricia Whiteside requested that staff provide formulas or numbers that Ms. Gunn and the Austin High School parents would consider more equitable for comparison.

Mr. Waxler reviewed the issues that the Board of Trustees requested responses or additional information.

Robert Schneider made a motion that the Board of Trustees approves the appointment of David Barber as the director of Management Information Systems.  Ave Wahrmund seconded the motion.

The motion passed unanimously

Rudy Montoya expressed concerns related to the method the District uses to convey the message to the community regarding the bilingual education / dual language program and requested a plan to bring community members together to share the plan or prepare a statement that would address mixed messages.
