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	DISMISSAL FOR BAD WEATHER 
	When school is dismissed by the Superintendent because of bad weather, only employees whose duties are deemed essential on those days by the deputy or area superintendent, shall be directed by their immediate supervisor to report to work. 

	SCHOOL SAFETY AND EMERGENCY RESOURCE MANUAL 
	The Superintendent shall ensure that the Board-adopted School Safety and Emergency Resource Manual, along with the coordinated campus plan, shall be used in any crisis within District schools. Procedures in Level I shall be followed when the crisis requires involvement only of school personnel. Level II and Level III shall be followed when the crisis requires involvement of school personnel, crisis intervention staff, area superintendents, and the community. 
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
