RECOMMENDATION

That the Board authorize the administration to enter into a $258,000 contract with the Institute for Learning at the University of Pittsburgh for implementation of its staff development partnership with AISD for July 1, 2003 through August 31, 2004, and approve payment of $258,000 from the AISD Coca-Cola account designated for professional development for payment of the district’s portion of the partnership.




BACKGROUND INFORMATION


AISD has been in a partnership with the Institute for Learning at the University of Pittsburgh since January, 2000,  to provide district-wide professional development on the implementation of the Principles of Learning in standards based instruction based on the TEKS.


The partnership was initially funded by a grant from the RGK Foundation to the Austin Public Education Foundation, as well as funding from AISD Coca-Cola account designated for professional development and the Dewitt-Wallace Foundation.


ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS

A primary focus of the Division of Education is to continue implementation of the district curriculum, benchmark assessments, and the AISD/IFL Collaboration with a focus on implementation of the Principles of Learning in Bilingual/ESL classrooms.


AISD and the Institute for Learning have agreed that a fourth year of partnership would cost $258,000.


AISD’s partnership with the Institute for Learning will be entirely funded from the AISD Coca-Cola account designated for professional development.
