BACKGROUND INFORMATION


On May 15, 2002, and May 16, 2002, Sheryl Floyd and Peggy Morton, teachers at Austin High School filed Level I Grievances with Barbara Spelman, Principal of Austin High School, requesting that the journalism teacher position be maintained as two part-time positions instead of one full-time position, and each be allowed to remain in her previously held part-time position.  [Exhibit 1]  Ms. Spelman denied the request.  [Exhibit 2]  On June 3, 2002, Grievants appealed the Level I decision to Dr. Yolanda Rocha, Area 3 Superintendent.  [Exhibit 3]  Dr. Rocha affirmed the decision rendered at Level I.  [Exhibit 4]  On June 20, 2002, Grievants appealed the decision rendered at Level II.  [Exhibit 5]  On June 28, 2002, Mr. Mel Waxler, Level III Hearing Officer, affirmed the decision of the Area Superintendent.  [Exhibit 6]  On June 30, 2002, Grievant appealed the decision of the Level III Hearing Officer to Level IV.  [Exhibit 7]  Board Policy DGBA (Local) regarding employee grievances is attached.  [Exhibit 8]  


The grievance hearing was originally held on August 12, 2002, and was recessed until September 9, 2002.
