Background Information

“For the Children” has joined other volunteer oriented groups across the city in their contributions to the children of Austin.  This organization, established in 1988, recognized the need for the children who receive free or reduced lunch to be provided with basic school supplies.  In the first year of operation this non-profit organization targeted First grade needy children in one school district in Central Texas.  Each child received a paper sack with basic school supplies. 


In 2002, “For the Children” was able to provide basic school supplies to more than 32,000 children in Grades Pre-Kindergarten – Grade 4 in ten school districts.  Children received such items such as crayons, scissors, pencils, folders, and spiral notebooks.  “For the Children” makes periodic checks in the schools to gauge the needs of the children and the usefulness of the school supplies that are given.  


This year the organization raised over $250,000.00.  All funds raised go directly to purchase school supplies.  The Board Members take care of all administrative costs.  The Board of “For the Children” is very appreciative of not only individual contributors but to KVUE, CLEAR CHANNEL COMMUNICATION, AUSTIN AMERICAN STATESMAN, MOTOROLA, and HEB.  


The importance of “For the Children” to the achievement of students and the general support of our schools is beyond measure.
