BACKGROUND INFORMATION
Communities In Schools - Central Texas, Inc. has been providing social services to Austin ISD students since 1985.  The 2003-04 agreement provides $540,000 for social services at twenty-seven District schools and pre-school/family literacy at three elementary schools.  These funds are included in the Board of Trustees approved 2003-04 budget and leveraged with $3,255,879 from other funding sources.  Of the 2,982 students who received CIS case management services last year,

· 96% stayed in school

· 93% were promoted to the next grade

· 78% improved in academics, behavior or attendance

· 64% of eligible seniors graduated from high school

Communities In Schools – Central Texas, Inc. will provide the following services in alignment with the Campus Improvement Plan at each participating school:
