BACKGROUND INFORMATION


The district was notified in June that staff was successful in securing a Reducing Community Gun Violence: Project Safe Neighborhoods grant totaling $226,000 from the Bureau of Justice Assistance, U.S. Department of Justice.  The focus of this two-year grant is to work with middle school students to teach appropriate alternatives in order to reduce violence, including gun violence.  The project name for this grant collaborative is Project SAFE (Students and Families Engaged).  The purpose of Project SAFE is to present an anti-violence curriculum to a targeted group of 250 students at the Alternative Learning Center who have been assigned there for abuse, assault and other aggressive acts.  In addition, the curriculum will be offered to 250 students at four middle schools who have been disciplined for violence and assault related offenses.  A third component of the grant is monthly community violence prevention workshops to be conducted at schools, community centers, housing developments and houses of worship.


ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS


A major focus of the grant is the violence prevention curriculum.  The curriculum to be used, Peacemakers, is based on the Positive Adolescent Choices Training program (PACT), a scientifically-based best practices program endorsed by the Center for Disease Control, the U.D. Department of Education and the Hamilton Fish Institute.  Staff from the Council on At-Risk Youth will present the curriculum at the ALC and the middle schools and conduct the community workshops.  An AISD staff member funded through the grant will work with CARY to coordinate the implementation of the program and monitor its progress.  CARY and AISD will design and conduct a program evaluation of the project for the Bureau of Justice Assistance.
