BACKGROUND INFORMATION


On February 25, 2002, the Board directed the staff to study, assess, and provide recommendations regarding sixth grade attendance at Kealing Junior High from all their feeder schools.  In order to accomplish this task, AISD Superintendent Dr. Pat Forgione created a sixth grade task force to:

( Study the needs and rationales for expanding the sixth grade offering in the Kealing Junior High feeder network.

( Investigate the feasibility of adding a sixth grade to both the Kealing Junior High School Comprehensive and Magnet Programs.

(  Develop an instructional plan to meet the educational needs of AISD students who are transitioning from elementary school to middle/junior high school.


ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS


Focus Groups have been established to study specific challenges that may occur during the transformation from a junior high to a middle school including philosophy, curriculum, instruction, advisory, academic teaming, organization of daily schedules and building use, and transition activities. Recommendations from the 2002-2003 Kealing Sixth Grade Task Force are attached for your review.
