RECOMMENDATION

That the revisions to Policy FNCE (L) Telecommunication Devices, be approved.




BACKGROUND INFORMATION


Cell Phone usage in the High Schools has become a problem due to the large number of students who are using cell phones during the school day. Cell phones ringing during the class period are a major disruption to the educational process.  The High School Principals met in the summer and discussed the fact that due to the highly technical advances of the cell phone and the amount of usage, students should not be allowed to have cell phones turned on during the school day.  The original policy states that students may possess but not use telecommunication devices during the school day. However, some cell phones are turned on and do ring  during class instruction time.  The change in policy would not allow cell phones to be turned on during school hours on school property.


ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS
