Travel Reimbursement Rates (EL-8)

RECOMMENDATION

That the Board of Trustees approve in-state travel reimbursement rates of $6.75 for breakfast, $6.75 for lunch, $16.50 for dinner, 35¢ per mile, $80 per day for lodging, and actual cost of airfare, cab and car rental, and out-of-state travel rates as set forth in the State of Texas Travel Reimbursement Rates for out-of-state travel. 




BACKGROUND INFORMATION


HB 898 of the 78th Legislative Session, which is effective September 1, 2003, added Section 44.044 to the Texas Education Code.  Texas Education Code, Section 44.044 states that a school district may not reimburse an employee for expenditures for travel in excess of the applicable amount adopted by the Comptroller under Section 660.021, Government Code.


ADMINISTRATIVE CONSIDERATIONS


The current State employee reimbursement rate is $30 per day for meals, 35¢ per mile, and $80 per day for lodging.  The administration is recommending that the District adopt the State’s travel reimbursement rates.  This will facilitate our record keeping requirements with regard to local funds, and state and federal funds.  This is an increase of $5 per day for meals and 7¢ per mile; however, it is felt that this increase will be offset by the limit of $80 per day for lodging.


The State also sets out-of-state travel rates, which are based on the destination.
