RECOMMENDATION

That the Board authorize the administration to enter into a $200,000 contract with the Institute for Learning at the University of Pittsburgh for implementation of its staff development partnership with AISD for July 1, 2002 through June 30, 2003, and approve payment of $200,000 from the AISD Coca-Cola account designated for professional development for payment of the district’s portion of the partnership.




BACKGROUND INFORMATION


On January 26, 2000, AISD entered into a partnership with the Institute for learning at the University of Pittsburgh to provide district-wide professional development for AISD administrators and teachers on the Principles of Learning and its integration with TEKS (Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills).


The partnership was funded by a grant from the RGK Foundation to the Austin Public Education Foundation, as well as funding from AISD Coca-Cola account designated for professional development and the Dewitt-Wallace Foundation.


Following an evaluation by the AISD staff and the RGK Foundation, AISD received a $125,000 grant from the RGK Foundation (through the Austin Public Education Foundation) to help fund a second year of the Institute for Learning – AISD professional development partnership.  As indicated in the agenda item that the Board of Trustees considered on January 22, 2001, AISD and Institute for Learning agreed that a second year of the partnership would cost $235,000.  The remaining $110,000 was provided by the AISD Coca-Cola account designated for professional development.


Evaluation of the second year of partnership with the University of Pittsburgh was found to be very successful. AISD and the Institute for Learning have agreed that a third year of partnership would cost $200,000.

The district-wide professional development, in consultation with The Institute for Learning, for AISD administrators and teachers on the Principles of Learning and its integration with the TEKS (Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills) will include:
