This 



will cover initiation of program, software, licenses, and 





training for teachers, literature, consumable materials, and 





the trainer’s salary.  Mr. De La Garza at Metz will be   





assigned to supervise and coordinate this program.  It will 





target students in Kindergarten through grade six.  The Metz





Campus Advisory Council and the faculty at Metz 





Elementary fully support this program.
