It is recommended that awards for a two (2) year period for books and prepared audio visual materials estimated at $1,000,000.00 annually be made in accordance with the attached, with an option to extend these agreements for two (2) additional one year periods.

BACKGROUND INFORMATIONtc  \l 1 "BACKGROUND INFORMATION"
A Request for Proposal (RFP) was issued to prospective book publishers and distributors in order to establish agreements to cover the wide variety of books and prepared audio visual (A/V) materials required annually by the District.  While previous year's bids only covered library needs, this year's solicitation was expanded in scope to cover non-library materials as well.  The RFP was divided by category of materials in order to identify book publishers and distributors with the ability to catalog and process materials purchased for library use and to identify unique vendors who might specialize in specific type publications. Categories included General Interest type materials, Foreign Language, Reference publications, Texas related materials and Professional publications.  

Establishing agreements with vendors by category assures the District access to books and prepared A/V materials as needed, via a competitive process, which was not always available on individual purchases of some of the specialized publications. Proposals were to include a discount from publisher’s list price for library and non-library materials which would remain firm for a two (2) year period with the option for the District to extend at the same discounts for two (2) additional one (1) year periods with each of the vendors.

Elizabeth Polk, Administrative Supervisor for Library Services, and her staff evaluated the proposals. Each vendor's proposal was evaluated in the areas of performance (ability to meet the requirements of the RFP), cost, and experience (the vendor's capabilities as demonstrated through their experience in supplying publications to large institutions), based on predetermined criteria. 

The District's requirements for a wide variety of books and audiovisual materials necessitated the selection of multiple vendors.  Vendors capable of supplying a majority of books and A/V materials for each particular category were identified and the higher scored vendor(s) for each category was recommended as the primary vendor.  Additionally, a secondary vendor(s) and in some cases, a tertiary 

vendor(s) was recommended, when necessary to better assure District access to products needed.

The vendors recommended have provided like items to AISD satisfactorily in the past or have provided sufficient information and references indicating their ability to perform.
